In May 2005, a partnership Agreement between the School Board of Broward County and the Florida Engineering Society,
Broward Chapter was approved. Mr. James Thompson, PE, Past President, was responsible for negotiating this agreement
with the School Board. The following lists the current activities (dates have been rescheduled due to Hurricane Wilma)
between the FES Broward Chapter and the School Board of Broward County.

FES Members Served as Judges for FIRST LEGO League Competition

Several FES Broward members served as judges for the FIRST (For Inspiration and Recognition of Science and
Technology) Lego League Regional Competition which was held on December 10, 2005 at Crystal Lake Middle School
(Sample Road and 1-95). FIRST was founded by inventor Dean Kamen to inspire young people’s interest and participation
in science, technology, engineering, and math. This year's competition was entitled “Ocean Odyssey”. There were several
missions for the robots including deploying the submarine, conducting a transect mapping to show the location of an ancient
shipwreck, protecting the pump station, servicing the pipeline, sampling one fish specie, and releasing the dolphin.

Discovering Engineering

The Discovering Engineering program is a presentation developed by local Broward County Professional Engineers for
prospective engineering students in Broward County schools. It is a PowerPoint presentation that outlines the basics of
professional engineering as a career, with emphasis on what engineers do, what disciplines lie within the engineering
umbrella, what school curriculum is needed before going to college, which Florida Universities have engineering degrees and
typical positions that engineers hold in society. The presentation contains photographs, plans, and color renderings of
projects and materials used in all of the disciplines of engineering, which include civil, electrical, mechanical, chemical,
aeronautical, mining, marine and automotive engineering to name a few.

This year, in addition to the High Schools in the county, we would like to target some of the magnet Middle schools as well,
especially the engineering, math, science and architectural magnet program schools. It takes about 45 to 60 minutes actual
classroom time. The number of students in the past has ranged from 15 to 300 depending on the school and availability of
students, but our comfort level lies with a group of about 60 to 70 maximum. Our target is underclassmen because they are
the ones that can still be influenced. Seniors have typically already committed to colleges and disciplines by now, but we don’t
want to leave them out. Some basic scholarship information can also be handed out at the presentation. If you are interested
in presenting, please contact Tery Glunt at tglunt@c3ts.com.
